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What type of sewer service will be provided?

The Charlotte County Utilities Department will be installing Low Pressure Sewer (LPS) systems in your
area. LPS is a low-head pressure waste collection and treatment system. The system consists of a
control panel, an interceptor tank, and sump chamber unit which houses a small sewage effluent pump.
The sewage effluent pump sends the liquid wastewater (effluent) through a small pressure line to a
main pressure line and to one of our wastewater facilities for final treatment. The solid waste that re-
mains in each homeowner's LPS tank naturally degrades.

Who will maintain the LPS and larger sewer infrastructure?

The system from the sewer tank to the wastewater plant is maintained by the Utilities Department, in-
cluding parts and labor costs. This includes the pumping out of the tank if solids build up. However, the
house plumbing problems are the responsibility of the customer.

What costs are associated with connecting to the sewer line?

The fees associated with connecting to the sewer system are defined in Rate Resolution 2016-017,
totaling $11,201 for the average home. This includes connection to the home, abandonment of your
current septic system and basic restoration of your yard. Utility connection fees are subject to change
based on the approved rate resolution at the time you enter into an agreement to activate service.
Please call Engineering Services at 941.764.4300, Option #3 to confirm the costs for your property.

Are financing options available for mandatory connections?

Yes. We have loan payment options to help you pay these costs over a longer time period. Once the
costs have been finalized through Engineering Services, please call 941.764.4300, Option #2
(Customer Service) to work out the payment details.

What other initial costs are involved?

For existing homes (not new construction), our Field Technician will contact you to deliver an electrical
panel for the LPS service after you have paid the utility connections fees. It is your responsibility to hire
an electrician to install the electrical panel and a dedicated circuit breaker. Once the electrical work
passes inspection our staff will place your address on their schedule to complete the work. This service
can take up to six weeks or more to complete.

What monthly costs will be charged to me for sewer service only?

The $43.27 base facility charge and a $4.59 customer service charge are set and driven by our rate
resolution, and are billed monthly whether the services are used or not. The $4.59 customer service
charge only applies if you are not already a water customer. The base facility charge covers fixed, non-
variable fees such as debt service, depreciation and insurance associated with the line and wastewater
facilities. In addition, the usage charge per 1,000 gallons is $6.03. This totals approximately $71.98
monthly for the average customer using 4,000 gallons of water. These monthly rates are subject to
change based on the approved rate resolution at the time of service.

If my septic system is relatively new and/or working fine do | have to connect to the sewer sys-
tem?

Yes. If sewer is considered available as defined by Charlotte County Code Sec. 3-8-41 and Florida
Statute Section 381.00655, you will be legally required to pay utility connection fees and connect to the
system. For residential, a mandatory connection means a you have an estimated sewage flow of one
thousand (1,000) gallons per day or less and a sewer collection line exists in an easement or right-of-
way that abuts the property line. For non-residential, a mandatory connection means you have more
than an estimated sewage flow of one thousand (1,000) gallons per day and a sewer collection line ex-
ists in an easement or right-of-way that abuts the property line.
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How will | know if it is mandatory that | connect to the sewer line?

If your property is considered a mandatory connection, you will receive a certified letter once the line
has been installed and certified for use. From that point you will have 365 days to pay the connection
fees and complete the connection of the home to the system.

What if my property is a mandatory connection and | do not pay to connect to the sewer line?

You will be in violation of Charlotte County Code Chapter 3-8-41 and Florida Statute Section 381.00655
if you do not connect to the County’s sewer collection system within 365 days of receiving the certified
letter. If you do not pay the connection fees to the Utilities Department, a lien will be placed on your
property and filed in the Official Records with the Clerk of Court. After the initial 365 day period, the
monthly sewer base facility charge will also begin to accrue and will appear on your bill in the next bill-
ing period. Failure to pay such charges and connecting to the system will result in initiation of Charlotte
County Utilities' delinquency process, including the Code Enforcement process, which may include
penalties, fines, fees and discontinuation of existing utility services.

There is no structure built on the property yet. Do | need to pay utility connection fees or
monthly base charges for an undeveloped lot?

No, you do not need to pay the mandatory utility connection fees or monthly base charges until a resi-
dence or commercial structure is built on the property. Once you begin the construction process,
please contact our Engineering Department at 941.764.4300, Option #3 to be informed of the cost of
connecting.

What if my septic system is currently failing and needs to be replaced?

Please call us at 941.764.4300, Option #3 and let us know if you are experiencing major issues with
your septic system, or have received recent notices from the Department of Health or its contractor.

Does converting from septic to sewer provide environmental benefits?

Yes. Environmental studies have shown that excess nutrients and bacteria from septic systems in
dense, coastal areas are having a negative impact on Charlotte Harbor. Charlotte County is committed
to being good stewards of the environment by proactively converting to sewers and maintaining infra-
structure in the decades ahead.

Will | be provided notice prior to the start of construction on my street?

Yes. Utilities staff or a contractor will give notice to the property owner a few days before construction
activity takes place.

What can | expect when Utilities staff or contractors are working in my neighborhood?

You can expect some inconvenience due to equipment movement, material transport and trench exca-
vation. The systems should only impact the street at intersection crossings or service lateral crossings.
Access to your property will be impacted during construction in front of your home, but your lawn, drive-
way and roads will be restored upon completion of the project.
